=Remdesivir- DH first non-VA site in Colorado to offer remdesivir;
participated in NIH trail that showed drug allowed faster recovery for
those hospitalized and needing oxygen

=Dexamethasone- mortality benefit for patients who require oxygen; given
routinely to COVID-19 patients who meet these criteria

=Convalescent plasma- theoretical benefit but not yet proven; available to
patients under emergency use authorization (EUA) by the FDA
=Bamlanivimab- available to outpatients with mild to moderate COVID-19
who are at high risk for progression to severe disease under FDA EUA
